A Sunday service for families – 13th Sunday after Trinity
Over the next two months, we will be looking at the story of Moses, and how he saved his people from slavery and brought them to God. 
Our theme this week is “God wants our attention!”
We are going to do our craft after the service this week, so you can get some ideas on how it should look from the video.  You will need a nice bushy twig from the garden, some red/yellow/orange paper, maybe some tinfoil, and some glue.  You will also need something you can fix your twig into – like a potato cut in half.
If you have a candle you could light it now

help us to listen, to learn, and to grow in our knowledge of your love.  Amen

And now for your craft – you’ve seen images of the burning bush.  See if you can use the materials I suggested above to make your own “burning bush” to remind you that God can speak to you when you are least expecting him.
Start by cutting ovals of coloured paper and tinfoil. Fold them in half across a branch of your twig, and use a little glue to hold them in place.  When you have finished, push your twig firmly into the rounded half of your potato, and stand it on a saucer.
